Field 

1. Equal to or less than 96 players. 
2. TLPGA Tour Member: 60 players. (In order of registration) 
3. Amateur players: 24 players. (In order of registration) 

A. 14 players: Female amateur players aged 13 or older, with a handicap of 6 or 
less (handicap verification required within 6 months) 

B. 10 players: Amateur boys and girls players aged 11 to under 13 (Group C). (Play 
from red tee) 

4. 12 recommended spots: both professional and amateur players.

TLPGA Tour Member/ amateur players aged 13 or older: NT$2,000 
Amateur Group C player: NT$1,000 
Registration payment deadline: 4/20 13:00 
Pay at the tournament office during the registration. ONLY NTD CASH IS ACCEPTED. 
 
※ Players must register in person during the registration time. The tournament 
committee does not accept any reasons for not being able to register in person. Failure 
to register in person will be considered as withdrawal from the tournament.  

Format 1. The tournament will be played over 54 holes (3 rounds) stroke play, no cut, 
players should play at least 36 holes to accumulate world ranking point. It 
will be included in the TLPGA Tour Order of merit.  

2. Players will be cut if she scores over 88 (including 88) in the next round. 
3. Where a tie occurs at the champion tourney, play-off of one extra hole is to be 

adopted on a hole-by-hole basis until a winner emerges. Note: When pros and 
amateurs (or amateur and amateurs) scores are tied the first place, the extra hole 



of play off will occur; the hole will be decided by the committee. When an amateur 
player wins the championship, she will be awarded the trophy, while the best 
professional player receives the prize. 

4. Players who complete the tournament will be ranked primarily by their final 
round scores. If there is a tie, the ranking will be determined by comparing 
scores on the back nine holes, then the front nine holes, and finally hole-by-hole 
starting from the 18th hole backward until the tie is broken."  

5. The top 50 players will receive prize money. 
6. The top two players of this tournament will qualify for the “2026 Taiwan Prosperity 

Ladies Open”, replacements will be made in order. 
7. Scoring Method for Group C Amateur Players: 

(1) Scores will be calculated separately over the two rounds. 
(2) In the event of a tie, the result will be determined by comparing the final 
round scores. If still tied, a hole-by-hole comparison will be made starting from 
the 18th hole and moving backward on the scorecard. 

8. The tournament follows the latest R&A international golf rules and the 
tournament commission’s local rules; all commission rulings are deemed final.   

9. If the tournament is canceled due to the harsh weather or for other force-
majeure circumstances, caddie fee for that day must be honored. If the 
tournament is canceled after teeing off, players shall also pay the play fee. 

10. If the tournament encounters a typhoon, when the local government of the 
course announces the suspension of school and work, the tournament will not 
be held on that day.

1. Play fee/per round: NTD $3,350 (1:4 caddie arrangement).  
2. Please pay play fee directly to the club counter at each round. 
3. Postponed round completion: NT$1,200 flat fee for Caddy and Cart (applies regardless 

of hole count)

TLPGA Tour Practice Regulations 

A. The following exercises should be allowed: 
(1) The players only; 
(2) In designated practice areas only; and 
(3) Within the specified time only. 

B. In each event, players have the responsibility to pay attention to the rules of practice. 
C. If possible, players should complete the registration before the start of the practice round. If your 

practice round begins before the start of the registration, such procedures should be carried out 
immediately after the practice round is completed. 

D. During practice days, players must be aware of their pace of play and the distance between the 
groups in front and behind. Players can play an extra ball in the following situations: 
(1) Miss the fairway on his/her tee shot. 
(2) Miss the green when approaching the green. 
(3) No more than 3 chip shots on the edge of the green, and such play does not damage the course. 
(4) Up to two shots can be made towards the green from a greenside bunker. Other bunker practice 

shots must be played away from the green (maximum 2 times). 
E. However, the above clauses do not apply in the following situations: 

(1) If there is another group of players waiting behind, no additional practice shots are allowed. 
(2) Once the latter group is ready to approach the green, the players on the green must leave quickly. 

 
Encourage players to: 
- Wear flat shoes during the practice period after the practice/ competition round; and 
- Please pay attention to the damage to the course caused by the practice. 
Disciplinary sanctions： 
Highest fine － NT$10,000
